In order to enable HTTPS (SSL) inspection for a safer and more secure web 

filtering experience, an “Updata Infrastructure UK Ltd” SSL certificate will need 

to be installed on your equipment. 

The following guide shows how this can be done by installing it within the Android 

mobile device.

2. Download the Updata security certificate on each

• Open the web browser (eg Chrome) and navigate to http://ssl-filtering.updata.net/  

• Click on the “Download Certificate” button
